Day 5: Beijing — Shanghai
- Suzhou

After breakfast, visit a traditional Chinese
health center to discover the principles of
Traditional Chinese  Medicine, including
acupuncture and herbal remedies.

Upon arrival, meet your local tour
representative and transfer to Suzhou, a city
renowned for its canals and classical gardens.

Next, visit a Silk Museum to learn about silk
production—from  silkworm to exquisite
fabrics. In the afternoon, transfer to Wuxi.

Day 7: Wuxi - Hangzhou

Begin the day with a visit to a Freshwater
Pearl Factory, where you can learn how these
natural treasures are cultivated. Visit Lihu
Park, a scenic lakeside park offering tranquil
views, lush greenery, and charming walking
paths perfect for relaxation and photography.
In the afternoon, transfer to Hangzhou,
famously described by Marco Polo as “the
most beautiful and magnificent city in the
world.” This evening, you can attend the
optional “Enduring Memories of Hangzhou”
performance(US$90/person),a mesmerizing
show that brings the legends of West Lake to
life through music, lights, and water effects.
