Day 5: Beijing — Shanghai
— Suzhou

Next, visit a Silk Museum to learn about silk
production—from silkworm to exquisite fabrics.
In the afternoon, transfer to Wuxi.

Factory, where you can learn how these natural
treasures are cultivated. Visit Lihu Park, a scenic
lakeside park offering tranquil views, lush
greenery, and charming walking paths perfect
for relaxation and photography. In the afternoon,
transfer to Hangzhou, famously described by
Marco Polo as “ the most beautiful and
magnificent city in the world.”
