Half-day Excursion to Nara with traditional
Meal (US$89/person Min. 10 Guests)
Travel to Nara, a city steeped in ancient
history and cultural heritage, is renowned for
being the first permanent capital of Japan.
Home to some of Japan's oldest and largest
temples, Nara boasts UNESCO World
Heritage sites. Upon arrival, see the Todai-ji
Temple, one of Japan’s most famous and
historically significant temples, constructed in
the 8th century. Wander through Nara Park,
where over 1,200 wild sika deer roam free
and enjoy a traditional Japanese meal before
travelling back to Osaka.

Today, visit Gotemba Peace Park to capture
a breathtaking view of Mount Fuji, Oshino
Hakkai. Known as the springs of Mount Fuji,
the eight ponds are fed by melting snow
filtering down from the slopes of nearby
Mount Fuji, through porous layers of lava,
resulting in very clear spring water that is
revered by locals. Afterwards, and
Sengenjinja Shrine. Enjoy the picturesque
view of Mount Fuji from a distance onboard
the cruise on Lake Kawaguchi, a crater lake
famous for its views of the famous peak.

Its monumental
architecture is renowned for being
sheltered by the largest wooden roof in the
world. Then, transfer to the Kyoto Station,
Here we can also take a great picture of
Kyoto tower. In the afternoon, experiences
a true modern marvel by riding the
Shinkansen (bullet train) from Kyoto to
Nagoya Station.
