Day 4: Beijing

Today's highlight is a visit to the awe-inspiring
Great Wall of China, the most iconic symbol

of China’s rich history. En route to the Great
Wall, stop at one of Asia’s largest Jade
Exhibitions to learn about jade's cultural
significance in China. Climb a portion of this
magnificent 3,700-mile structure and take in
the breathtaking views. Here, you'll be
captivated by stunning stone carvings and
ancient watchtowers that gracefully wind
along the majestic mountain ranges,
enhancing the grandeur of this historical
landmark. With a picnic-style lunch included,
you can fully immerse yourself in this
architectural masterpiece at your own pace,
soaking in its breathtaking scenery. On the
return journey, drive past the Bird’s Nest and

Water Cube, two architectural marvels built

for the 2008 Beijing Olympics and symbols of
modern China. Enjoy the rest of the day at
your own pace.
In the afternoon, you may join the optional

adorable giant panda at the Beijing Zoo,
learning about vital conservation efforts.

The
Emerald Buddha in the temple is the main
attraction. The revered figurine is made from  
one soild piece of green jade. Return to the
hotel and overnight in Bangkok.
